Western Placer Unified School District serves a very diverse community. Qur
families range from those who are living in poverty to those who own
million dollar homes. At two schools in particular, Sheridan Elementary and
First Street School, parents of many students have limited English skills and
no high school education. The children from these homes arrive at our
schools with various levels of readiness for academic instruction, the most
needy coming from families who generally have the least resources to assist
their children’s success in school. This leads to parents’ reluctance to be
involved with their children’s education once they enter kindergarten,
creating a two-fold problem: The children are not prepared for kindergarten
success (academically or behaviorally) and the parents lack the parenting
skills, confidence and empowerment to be involved in their children’s
education. Our “Parent Education Preschool” proposal seeks to improve
family functioning by educating both parents and children through the three
program components: the Preschool Academic Program, the Parent
Education Program and the Parent Involvement Program.

This proposal offers an opportunity to assist parents in their parenting
skills and children in their academic readiness and social/emotional skills,
resulting in improved family functioning and relationships.

Each program will be administered by the building principal,
those administrators having the responsibility of advertising the program,
soliciting parental involvement, hiring the two preschool teachers and shared
clerk, and arranging for the Parent Education workshops.

Western Placer Unified School District has been providing Parent Education
classes through its Adult Education program and preschool education for a
number of years.

We will collaborate with the Lighthouse Resource Center, Tom Grayson, and the
Child Abuse Prevention Council to provide portions the Parent Education
Component of the Program. We will also use KVIE’s “Ready to Learn”
curriculum for a portion of this component. Placer County Library’s Literacy
Project will be involved by providing one-to-one tutoring to parents who
themselves lack literacy skills. Sacramento City Schools’ Parent Education
Preschool will provide curriculum suggestions, attendance and involvement
forms and thirty-two years of experience as we begin this program. We are
partnering with Head Start of Placer County to provide a six-week summer
component to our project. :

The part-time clerk that is shared between the two Preschool Programs, along
with the Preschool Teachers, will be responsible for compiling parental and
child attendance data and administering the pre/post survey to parents re their
perceived parental effectiveness. The Preschool Teachers will also be
responsible for administering the Desired Results Developmental Profile-
Revised (DRDP-R) inventory of skills to each of the children and will make
anecdotal notes regarding parents’ involvement with the children.

The two building administrators will meet with the Preschool Teachers and
analyze the measurement performance data.

We believe that the sustainable results of the program will be apparent by the
fact that children will be ready for kindergarten and parents will be prepared to
be involved in their children’s education after their involvement in our Parent
Education Preschool Program. The beauty of this program is that it INVOLVES
the family. The program does not operate independently of the family - it
requires and supports parental involvement. By experiencing success in the
parenting of their child as they gain parenting skills, by building confidence as
a classroom participant as they plan and execute lessons in the preschool
classroom, by participating in parent education workshops and gaining
knowledge and skills, by being supported by one-on-one literacy tutors where
appropriate, we anticipate our parents will leave our Parent Education
Preschool Program prepared to be fully invested partners in their children’s
future educations.

We are very excited about the financial sustainability of this project. We are
running the project through our Adult Education program. Parent attendance
through the Parent Participation component and the Parent Education
component will contribute to earned ADA (Average Daily Attendance) from the
state. Every 525 parent hours is equal to one unit of ADA or approximately
$2500. We anticipate that at a rate of 18 hours/month per parent X 60 parents
X 36 weeks, we can accrue 43,200 hours/525 = @82 ADA X $2500 = $185,000,
when the program is fully functional. This means that the initial $200,000/year
grant funding can be nearly offset through ADA. Parents are paying a nominal
charge, which will help to defray the additional costs of running the program.

The two principal stipends (2 X $6,000) cover the cost of the extra
administrative duties of the two building principals who are supervising and
housing the Parent Education Preschool at their sites. The principals will be
expected to hire the Preschool teachers and shared part-time clerk, to supervise
the program, its implementation and its evaluation, to provide support for the
coordination of the Parent Education evening workshops, to supervise the
budget and to take care of a myriad of other details. The stipends help to
support the principals in these extra duties.

The clerk position is a shared part-time position between the two sites
($12,000). The clerk would work five half-days (20 hours/week at
approximately $15/hour), split between the two sites, taking care of some of
the paperwork, documentation, application information, attendance and

budgets.

Indirect costs ($6,000) include the costs of copying, paper, mailings,
advertising, Central Office personnel budget support, and similar expenditures.

The two Preschool Teachers are budgeted at $60,000 each, for a total of
$120,000. This is based on an average teacher salary of $45,000, plus $15,000
in benefits.

Materials and supplies ($15,000) include curriculum costs, paper,
manipulatives, parent education library books and other classroom supplies,
$7500 for each classroom.

Furniture ($5,000) will take care of furniture not provided by the school district.
The school district is providing the basic student tables and chairs, and teacher

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desks and chairs. Additional play or instructional furniture or equipment will
be covered by these funds, $2500 per site.

Parent Ed Presenters are estimated at a cost of $12,000 per site or $24,000
total. This includes a $150/hour cost X 2 hours X 2 sites X 36 weeks, plus

incidentals.

Fvaluation Instruments and Supplies - The $6000 cost is to cover both sites, at
$3000 per site.

The total cost per child is $200,000 / 180 children (direct and indirect siblings
per year) = $1,111 per child. We believe this is a very worthwhile investinent to
make in the lives of our preschool children, as it benefits not only the child and
his/her siblings for the year of the grant, but it benefits the entire family for

years to come.

BACKGROUND:

Historically, Administrative Regulation 5116.1 (Intradistrict Transfers) has been implemented
in a variety of ways. Additionally, the opening of Lincoln Crossing Elementary and the
reorganization of staff will have an effect on district openings next year. Research of
surrounding area policies exhibited that districts use different methodologies to implement
intradistrict transfers.

The options and my comments include:

1) Each intradistrict is decided at the site level between principals on a space available basis.
This method could lead to overcrowding at certain schools with students being shuffled
around the district after the school year begins. We have attempted this method and it did not
lead to a smooth implementation.

2) Almost all Intradistricts are approved with the understanding that students will need to
leave the school if a student in the attendance area moves in and needs the space when school
begins. Once again, this could lead to displacement of students as the student’s slot may be
taken and will need to go yet another school. (p _ ‘




3) District office approves intradistricts. With the opening of Lincoln Crossing, the Program
Improvement status of First Street, and the priority for students residing in community
facilities districts, this seems to be the best solution at this time.

Enrollment Under the No Child Left Behind Act

Within a reasonable amount of time, not to exceed 10 school days, after a student becomes the victim
of a violent criminal offense while on school grounds, the student's parents/guardians shall be offered
an option to transfer their child to an eligible school identified by the Superintendent or designee. The
Superintendent or designee shall consider the student's needs and parent/guardian preferences in
making the school assignment. If the parents/guardians choose to transfer their child, the transfer shall
be completed as soon as practicable.

Within 10 school days after learning that a school has been designated as "persistently dangerous," the
Superintendent or designee shall notify parents/guardians of the school's designation. Within 20
school days after learning of the school's designation, the Superintendent of designee shall notify
parents/guardians of their option to transfer.

Parents/guardians who desire to transfer their child out of a "persistently dangerous" school shall
provide written notification to the Superintendent or designee and shall rank-order their preferences
from among all schools identified by the Superintendent or designee as eligible to receive transfer
students. The Superintendent or designee may establish a reasonable timeline, not to exceed 10 school
days, for the submission of parent/guardian requests.

The Superintendent or designee shall notify parents/guardians of their school assignment within 10
school days of the date that submissions are due. The Superintendent or designee shall consider the
needs and preferences of students and parents/guardians before making an assignment, but is not
obligated to accept the parent/guardian's preference if the assignment is not feasible due to space
constraints or other considerations. Upon assignment, the transfer shall be completed as soon as
practicable. If parents/guardians decline the assigned school, the student may remain in his/her current
school.

The transfer shall remain in effect as long as the student's school of origin is identified as "persistently
dangerous." The Superintendent or designee may choose to make the transfer permanent based on the

educational needs of the student, parent/guardian preferences, and other factors affecting the student's
ability to succeed if returned to the school of origin.

The Superintendent or designee shall cooperate with neighboring districts to develop an interdistrict
transfer program in the event that space is not available in a district school.
